   	 On Mother’s Day, 1992, at the Notre Dame 
Marian Confer-
ence, this Bata-
via Visionary 
was advised by 
Our Lady of  
Light to con-
tact Fr. Leroy 
Smith pastor 
at St. Joseph 
Church, Cold 
Spring, Ken-
tucky, where 
she would appear August 31st. Her public appa-
rition occurred that August as promised and was 
repeated there August 31st of  1992 and 1993 and 
at Our Lady of  the Holy Spirit Center 1994-99. 
   Gerald Ross (1929-2005) founded Our Lady 
of Light Foundation to help fulfill Our Lady’s 
wishes. Upon the approval of Pope Paul VI,  … 
publications about new appearances, revelations, 
prophecies, miracles, etc., have been allowed to 
be distributed and read by the faithful without 
the express permission of the Church, providing 
they contain nothing which contravenes faith 
and morals.
