
 

Gather at a specific time (weekly if possible) 
and place. Pray aloud together unless noted. 
 Our Lady of Light song or read from prayer 

card. 

• A Prayer to the Holy Spirit (of choice) Who 
is the gift of the risen Christ and His loving Father. 
Through Him we pray to the Father and share in the fruits 
of the passion, death, and resurrection of Jesus Christ. The 
Holy Spirit is the inspirer of all prayer. He is united with us 
in every thought, word, and action which we offer to the 
Father so that the life of the risen Christ is always at work 
in us through His inspiration. 

• Someone from the week before who 
received an inspiration from Our Lady of 
Light, or from a Personal Revelations book, 
reads it to the group.  

• Fifteen Promises of the Rosary: 
1. Whoever shall faithfully serve me by the 
recitation of the rosary, shall receive signal 
graces. 2. I promise my special protection 
and the greatest graces to all those who 
shall recite the rosary. 3. The rosary will be 
a powerful armor against hell. It will destroy 
vice, decrease sin and defeat heresies. 4. It 
will cause virtue and good works to flourish; 
it will obtain for souls the abundant mercy 
of God; it will withdraw the hearts of men 
from the love of the world and its vanities, 
and will lift them to the desire of eternal 
things. 5. Those who recommend them-
selves to me by the recitation of the Rosary 
shall not perish. 6. Whoever shall recite the 
rosary devoutly, applying himself to the 
consideration of its sacred mysteries shall 
never be conquered by misfortune. God will 
not chastise him in His justice, he shall not 

perish by an un-provided death; if he be 
just, he shall remain in the grace of God, 
and become worthy of eternal life. 7. 
Whoever shall have a true devotion for the 
rosary shall not die without the sacraments 
of the Church. 8. Those who are faithful to 
recite the rosary shall have during their life 
and at their death, the light of God and the 
plentitude of His graces; at the moment of 
death they shall participate in the merits of 
the saints in paradise. 9. I shall deliver from 
purgatory those who have been devoted to 
the rosary. 10. The faithful children of the 
rosary shall merit a high degree of glory in 
heaven. 11. You shall obtain all you ask of 
me by the recitation of the rosary. 12. All 
those who propagate the holy rosary shall 
be aided by me in their necessities. 13. I 
have obtained from my Divine Son that all 
the advocates of the rosary shall have for 
intercessors the entire celestial court during 
their life and at the hour of death. 14. All 
who recite the rosary are my sons, and 
brothers of my only son, Jesus Christ. 15. 
Devotion to my rosary is a great sign of 
predestination. 

• Fatima Rosary Prayer: Queen of the Holy 
Rosary, you have deigned to come to Fatima 
to reveal to the three shepherd children the 
treasures of graces hidden in the Rosary. 
Inspire my heart with a sincere love of this 
devotion, in order that by meditating on the 
Mysteries of our Redemption which are 
recalled in it, I may be enriched with its 
fruits and obtain peace for the world, the 
conversion of sinners, and the favor which I 

ask of you in this Rosary. Mention your 
request, verbally or silently ‘for the greater 
glory of God, for your own honor, and for 
the good of souls, especially for (our) my 
own. Amen. 

• Rosary starting with the Apostle's Creed, 
ending each mystery with the Fatima 
aspiration "O my Jesus, forgive us our sins, 
save us from the fires of hell, lead all souls 
to heaven especially those who are in most 
need of thy mercy." End with Hail Holy 
Queen and other prayers said after the 
Rosary. 

•  Litany of Our Lady of Light: 
Lord, have mercy, Christ, have mercy, Lord, 
 have mercy. 
God the Father of Heaven, have mercy on 
us.   
God, the Son, Redeemer of the world,  
 have mercy on us. 
God, the Holy Spirit, have mercy on us.

Radiant Mother of the Son... 
Ardent Spouse of the Holy Spirit... 
Virgin clothed with the sun... 
Virgin crowned with the stars... 
Virgin raised above the moon...

Lamp of charity... 
Light of confessors... 
Flame of martyrs... 
Purity of virgins... 
Mary, example of total dedication...

Brighten the darkness 
of death and lead them safely to their new 
and eternal home. Amen.
